This converted factory 
space showcases contemporary art exhibitions, live performances, film screenings, and more, 
offering a unique and immersive cultural experience. On the same premises, Tierra Restaurant 
complements the artistic atmosphere with a menu that features both Cuban and international 
cuisine, providing a delightful culinary journey for visitors to savor amidst the vibrant art 
scene and where dinner will be served.  Overnight at La Reserva Casa Particular or similar. 
 

Day 2 | Havana in a day 
 
Explore the captivating allure of Havana with our 
expertly guided tour, where you’ll discover the city’s 
unique charm characterized by its warm-hearted locals, 
lively architecture, and thriving cultural scene. Embark 
on a picturesque journey with a scenic drive that unveils 
the treasures of Havana, including the

This unique opportunity sheds light on the park’s vital 
mission and the diverse range of programs it encompasses.  Conclude your day of exploration 
with a delectable dinner infused with the flavors of fresh, locally sourced ingredients. It’s a 
perfect moment to pause, savor the day’s experiences, and reflect upon the transformative 
moments that have shaped your extraordinary journey thus far.  Overnight at a Casa Particular, 
Casa En rique or similar. Kayak Paddle: 7-10 miles, approx. 3.5-4 hours total paddling time. 
The starting location for this paddleboarding adventure will be determined based on the 
traveler's interests and abilities, ensuring a customized and enjoyable experience. 
   

Day 5 | Playa Giron – Museum Tour – Snorkeling – 
Botanical Gardens  
 
Embark on an exciting journey to a pristine snorkeling 
spot, where you’ll be captivated by the stunning array of 
vibrant tropical fish. Playa Giron, a picturesque town 
renowned for its powdery white beaches, offers a 
unique opportunity to delve into Cuban culture and the 
revolution.

Day 7 | Guanaroca Nature Reserve Kayaking-
Cienfuegos 
 
Begin your day with a visit to the enchanting 
Guanaroca Nature Reserve, sprawling across 15,000 
acres in Cienfuegos. This remarkable sanctuary 
safeguards a diverse array of indigenous plants and 
animals, exclusive to this region including a flock of 

resident flamingos. Immerse yourself in the verdant surroundings Laguna Guanaroca, a 
brackish lake formed by the Arimao River. Embark on a scenic kayak expedition along the river, 
eventually reaching the picturesque Bay of Cienfuegos. Here, a delectable seafood feast awaits 
on the inviting shoreline.  Next, journey to the captivating city of Cienfuegos, often hailed as 
the “Pearl of the South.” Its distinct creole architecture and lingering French ambiance harken 
back to its colonial heritage. The city is divided into two sections: the central zone, 
characterized by the grandeur of Paseo del Prado and Parque Martí, and Punta Gorda, a 
slender peninsula boasting charming 20th-century homes that epitomize the essence of the 
era.

Many casa particulars are well-located, 
often close to major attractions, beaches, or cultural spots. Some Casas have the tourist rooms 
separated from the rest of the house, while other have a shared living room. Think of it as a 
Cuban version of a bed and breakfast, but with a unique local twist. It’s one of the best ways to 
see Cuba through the eyes of its people, providing not just a place to sleep, but a connection 
to the country’s heart and soul. Invariably, travelers find that they enjoy their stays in casa 
particulars even more than in hotels. The genuine hospitality, local flavor, and personal touches 
create unforgettable memories that you simply can’t replicate in a traditional hotel setting. So, 
if you’re looking for an adventure that feels like home, these casas particulares will be your 
home away from home.
